Handlers must wear suitable footwear
that provides protection to the top of foot and toes.
Ages stipulated are the age of the rider on the day.
Exhibits must be under effective control by a capable handler/rider at all times.
The Exhibitor of any loose horse/pony may be liable for a fine up to $200 at the Committee’s discretion
No horses to be tethered to the fence
No Dogs are permitted on the oval/ car parking areas (show society ruling)
Events may be added, deleted or combined at the discretion /right of the HIA Committee
Horses are not to be lunged on the oval. A signed area will be available on the grounds.
Stable hire available $15 /stable/day to be booked and paid with entries.
